FACTORS TO CONSIDER WHEN CHOOSING 
SECONDARY SCHOOLS



Aggregate Score

Å Aggregate ranges should be treated as a guide

ÁCan vary from year to year

Å PSLE cut-off scores not pre-determined before 
posting

Å PSLE cut-off score in each course for the Sec 
School is the PSLE score of the last PSLE pupil 
who was posted to the school.
